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Worker Health and Safety

A new Worker Health and Safety Act has been
passed and replaces the Occupational Health and
Safety Act. This will mean there are changes to the
way that parents, community members,
volunteers and contractors enter onto school
grounds.

This will present a number of challenges for
Queanbeyan West Public School as we have
always welcomed and encouraged families and
community members to be active participants in
our school.

Please be aware that we continue to actively
promote our partnership with parents and value
their involvement in our classrooms. However we
will begin to work slowly toward fulfilling the
requirements of the Worker Health and Safety
Act, which means we will need all volunteer
helpers, community members and contractors to
sign in and out of the school site.

From the beginning of next term all classroom
helpers, volunteers, community members and
contractors will need to;

v' Complete a prohibited person’s
declaration. These will be available from
classroom teachers and the front office.

v" Sign in and out of the school site. There is
one signing area; the office is to be used by
volunteers  working in classrooms,
community members and contractors. This
includes our volunteers in the Canteen

v Collect and wear a visitors tag. These will
be available on sign in.

v Read the Safety Briefing Brochure, be
aware of and follow all instructions in case
of accident, evacuation or lockdown. A
safety brochure is attached to this
newsletter.

v Parents collecting children through the day
will need to come to the front office to sign
them out, a message will be sent for the
child to come to the front office.

We also need to comply with the area of the
legislation that determines where parents wait to
pick students up. There are two designated areas
they are; under the Infants COLA and the Primary
Quad. The reason for this is if there is an
evacuation people are easily located and can be
directed to safe areas.

There will also be only one entry and exit point to
the school, this will be via the front gate on
Morton Street, and all other gates will be locked
between 9:30am and 3:00pm.
